Chairman Heidorn called the meeting to order at 730 p.m. and explained that the purpose of this Special Meeting was

to andit Township bills, to make any necessary line-item transfers for FY 2005-2006, and to conduct any other

Having conchuded their audit of the Township bills, Truslee Larsen moved, seconded by Trustee Sanchez, that the bills
having been audited, be paid and charged to the proper accounts, and the certificates of accounts be filed by the Clerk
for the inspection of the inhabitants of the Township. The motion passed on the following roll-call vote: 5 Ayes:
Tmstees Flickinger, Falbo, Larsen, Sanchez, and Chairman Heidorn. 0 MNays.

Proposed line-item transfers for FY 20052006 were presented.  Chairman Heidorn moved, secomded by Trustes
Flickinger to adopt as presented Resolution Mo, B=06-1 entitled Trangfer of dppropriations. Following an explanation
of the proposed transfers by Chairman Heidom, the motion passed on the following roll-call vote: 3 Ayes: Trustees
Flickinger (who “passed” then voted Aye), Falbo, Larsen, Sanchez, and Chairman Heidom. O Nays., The resolution is
attached and made a part of thess minmtes.

Trustes Falbo moved, seconded by Trustes Sanchez, to change the date of the public hearings on the budgets to May 9,
2006, The motion passed by voice vote. The Road District Budget Public Hearing will be held at 7:00 p.m. and the
Town Budget Public Hearing will be at 7:15 p.m. with the Regular Board Meeting held immediately following the
Public Hearings.

Thera was not any other year-end business,

Trustee Larsen moved, seconded by Chairman Heidorn to meet in Executive Session (T:45 poow) 1o review the minutes
of closed sessions as required by law. The motion passed on the following roll-call vote: 5 Ayes: Trusiees Flickinger,
Falbo, Larsen, and Sanchez, and Chairman Heidorn. 0 MNays,

Concluding discpssion in Executive Session (7:55 pom), Trostee Flickinger moved, seconded by Trustee Sanchez, to
return to Regolar Session. The motion passed by voice vote (5 Ayes).

Chairman Heidorn reported that as required by statute, the Board reviewed the minutes of all closed meetings to date.
After review of mimutes of all sessions, a determination was made, and it is reported that the need for confidentiality mo
longer exists as to all or part of the minutes of the Executive Sessions held on September 13, 2005, October 11, 2005,
Movember 8, 2005, and Janmary 10, 2006, and they are available for poblic inspection. The Board agresd that
confidentiality still exists as to all or pant of the minutes of the closed session held on February 21, 2006.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Tmstee Flickinger moved, seconded by Trustes Larsen, that
the meeting stand adjourned. The motion carried by voice vote, and the meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
