A Regular Meeting of the Milton Township Board was held in the Board Room of the Milton Town Hall, 1492 N, Main

Approximately 700 tons of salt were used, which is about half of the salt budgeted for this winter, His crew has done
an excellent job. The Sheriff"s deputy cars now have “Milton Township” on our Township depuiy cars. An emergency
generator is being considered for purchase next vear.

S.ALT. - In Chairman McNatt's absence, Chairman Heidomn reported that the Commitice has acquired sufficient
Tunds to publish a 4th issoe of their newsletier,

Chairman Heidorn reported that the Township has received about $1,000.00 on the liens filed for weed cutting.

Cemeterics Awthority - Chairman Jacobsen reported that the Oak tree that went down in the storm has been removed
and the Cemetery cleaned up. The fence al the Pleasant Hill Cemetery has been repaired, A ceremony is being
planned for May 24th at the Jewell Grove Cemetery. Family Day is planned for June 28th at the Pleasant Hill
Cemetery.

Township Road District” for 2007 in the amount of $2,780,368.00 subject to final correction as determined by the
DuPage County Clerk.

*  The Temative Levies for the Town and General Assistance, Special Police District, and Mosquite Abatement
District Funds were presented for adoption.  No changes were made since the Tentative Levies were passed in
MNovember, Chairman Heidorn moved, seconded by Trustee Larsen, to adopt the 2007 Tax Levy Ordinance for the
Town Fund ($1,528,724.00), and the General Assistance Fund ($256,600.00) totaling $1,785,324.00, Ordinance
No. O-07-7, subject to final commection as determined by the DuPage County Clerk, The motion passed on the
fodlowing roll-call vote: 4 Ayes: Trustees Flickinger, Falbo, Larsen, and Chairman Heidorn, 0 Nays. 1 Absent:
Trustee Sanchez.

*  Trustee Falbo moved, seconded by Chairman Heidorn, to adopt the 2007 Tax Levy Ordinance for the Special
Police District Fund, Ordinance No. O-07-8, in the amount of $198,083.00 subject to finzl comection as
determined by the DuPage County Clerk. The motion passed on the following roll-call vote: 4 Ayes: Trustees
Flickinger, Falbo, Larsen, and Chairman Heidern, O Nays. 1 Absent: Trustes Sanchez.

®*  Trustee Falbo moved, seconded by Chairman Heidorn, to adopt the 2007 Tax Levy Ordinance for the Mosquito
Abatement District Fund, Ordinance Mo, O-07-9, in the amount of $56,592.00 subject 1o final cormection as
determined by the DuPage County Clerk, The motion passed on the following roll-call vote: 4 Ayes: Trusiees
Flickinger, Falbo, Larsen, and Chairman Heidorn, 0 Nays.

FACE Contract for 2008 - Chairman Heidomn presented the PACE Contract for 2008, The agreement is the same as
2007. Chairmen Heidorn moved, seconded by Trustee Larsen, to renew the contract with PACE for 2008 as proposed.

Intergovernmental agreements with the City of Wheaton and Village of
Gilen Ellyn are now being written for the Dial-A-Ride. When finalized, the PACE contract will be modified.

Miscellaneous/Other - Trustee Flickinger reported that Wheaton Mayor Michael Gresk asked il Milion Township
would be interested in participating with the City of Wheaton in a TV show “Meet the Mayor," Trustes Flickinger told
him “yes.” Details will be worked out with the Mayor. Commissioner Muehlfelt reported that he is working with the
Sheriff’s Department to ticket the many cars parked illegally in unincorporated Milton Township,
