ORDINANCE NO. 0-94-12

An Ordinance Adopting Parking Restrictions for Certain Streets Localted in Milton Township.

Be, And it is Hereby Ordained by the duly elected Truslees and Supervisor of Milton Township in
regular session assembled and with the consent and approval of the Milton Township Highway
Commissioner.

Section 1. That this Ordinance consisting of ten (10) Sections, inclusive, is hereby adopted and
enacted, shall be treated and considered as superseding all other Ordinances passed heretofore, except
such as by reférence herein, are expressly saved from repeal or continued in force and effect for any
purpose.

Section 2. That all provisions of this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and alter the 15th
day of December, 1994,

Section 3. When signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall park or leave standing or
unatiended a motor vehicle between the hours specified herein on any day except Saturdays, Sundays,
and public holidays recognized by the State of lllinois, upon any streets or parts of sireels as follows:

(A) The street portion of the following named streets shall have no parking thereon from 7:00 a.m. to

4:00 p.m. on school days:

Papworth Street from Thomas Street to Armbrust Street;

Ellis Street from Thomas Street to Armbrust Street;

Morse Street from Thomas Street to Armbrust Street;

Farwell Street from Thomas Street to Armbrust Street;

Purnell Street from Thomas Street to Armbrust Street;

Fanchon Street from Thomas Street to Armbrust Street;

Armbrust Street from Gary Avenue to Darling Street;

Thomas Street from Gary Avenue to Fanchon Street;

Papworth Street from Armbrust Street South to City of Wheaton Limits;
10. Ellis Street from Armbrust Street South to City of Wheaton Limits;

11. Morse Street from Armbrust Street South to City of Wheaton Limits;
12. Farwell Street from Armbrust Street South to City of Wheaton Limits;
13. Purnell Street from Armbrust Street South to City of Wheaton Limits;
14. Fanchon Street from Armbrust Street South to City of Wheaton Limits.
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Section 4. Whenever any motor vehicle without driver is found parked or stopped in violation of any of
the restrictions imposed by this Ordinance, the officer finding such vehicle shall take its registration
wmber and may lake any other information displayed on the vehicle which may identify its user, and shall
sonspicuously affix to such vehicle a traffic citation for the driver to answer to the charge against him within
ive (5) days during the hours and at a place specified in the citation.

Section 5. If a violator of the restrictions on slopping, standing or parking under this Ordinance does
1ot appear in response lo a traffic citation affixed to such motor vehicle within a period of H\re‘(g) days, the
Slerk of the Township shall send to the owner of the motor vehicle to which the traffic citation was affixed a
ztter informing the owner of the violation and warning that in the event such letter is disregarded for a

eriod of five (5) days, a warrant of arrest will be issued for the owner
